In collaboration with the Executive Board and the Executive Director, the Past President will:

OVERSEE CONFERENCE PLANNING ACTIVITIES
1.  Work with the President and the Conference Committee to plan conference workshops, activities, and logistics.
2.  With agency staff, assist in development efforts to raise money to cover conference costs.

3.  Prepare and deliver, with the assistance of program staff, a final report on the conference by January of the following year.

ASSIST THE PRESIDENT IN PROGRAM IMPLEMENTATION
1. Work with the President and agency staff to ensure the completion of all program goals and activities.
2. Assist the President in oversight of the Executive Director.
3. Work with the President to oversee the organization.
REPRESENT TEENNOW CALIFORNIA IN THE COMMUNITY AND STATE AND NATIONAL VENUES
1. Attend meetings to represent TeenNow California and its members, including: legislative hearings; state-wide conferences and trainings; local conferences and trainings; national events relating to TeenNow California’s mission.
2. Create connections with state and national leaders in areas that concern TeenNow California members.

3. Speak on behalf of TeenNow California to the media and other venues that put the organization in the public eye.
FULFILL ALL GENERAL DUTIES OF REGIONAL COORDINATORS
1. Attend quarterly board meetings as scheduled. 

2. Attend the annual TeenNow California conference and help with conference duties as assigned.

3. Participate in meetings by sharing ideas and suggestions for TeenNow California priorities.

4. Participate in committee work as necessary

5. Provide guidance and insight to the organization.

6. Make an annual financial commitment to TeenNow California and participate in fundraising efforts.

7. In the event that you can not fulfill your duties, either temporarily or permanently, find a replacement for yourself to ensure that duties are fulfilled.
